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A Word from the Board

ith the recent departure of the Chief Executive

Officer (CEO) of Carpathia Credit Union, the Board
has been very pleased to appoint Walter Dlugosh as Acting
CEO. We are confident that Mr. Dlugosh will provide
exemplary and dedicated leadership so that, under his
management, the staff of Carpathia will continue to
provide you, our members, with the excellent financial
service that is essential to meet your financial needs.

The role of the Board of Carpathia is governed by the
Credit Union Act, which sets out a governance framework
within which credit unions are organized to operate to
serve their members. The basic governance model that has
evolved, and is contained in the Carpathia Board Terms of
Reference, is that the Board delegates to the Management of
the credit union, the responsibility for Credit Union
operations, but retains the role and responsibilities of
setting policies and policy direction of the credit union and
monitoring the performance of the credit union.

The Board has the responsibility to ensure that the credit
union is accountable to its members and in compliance
with credit union policies and the Credit Union Act. This
includes responsibility for overseeing risk management,
succession planning, and the strategic direction of the
credit union. In this, the Board is also accountable to the
Credit Union Deposit Guarantee Corporation (CUDGC),
the main regulatory authority, which guarantees the
deposits of all credit union members in Manitoba. In the
past year, CUDGC has become very pro-active in ensuring
that credit unions in Manitoba adhere to a set of Standards
of Sound Business Practice that have been developed for
Manitoba credit unions. Because of the efforts of the
Corporate Governance Committee of the Board over the
past few years, Carpathia has been able to meet or exceed
most of the detailed provisions of these standards, or else is
in the process of developing action plans to address the
remaining few provisions.

Carpathia Board members, individually, have
responsibilities to attend and participate in Board
meetings, to serve on Board committees, and to educate
themselves about the financial sector and Carpathia
policies, and to become informed about financial issues
and developments in Carpathia’s fields of business. Also,
an important governance principle in the Carpathia Board
Terms of Reference is that, individually, no Board member
has any power or special influence on matters relating to
Carpathia Credit Union. That authority rests with the
Board as a whole. Board members, review, discuss, and
present their views on the issues that come before the
Board. After a decision has been taken by proper
democratic vote, the Board speaks with one voice and
exercises its authority concerning its decisions, while
maintaining the confidentiality of the decision process.

whole”. In order to measure our effectiveness Carpathia Credit
Union periodically conducts membership surveys to measure
member satisfaction levels. Last September, Carpathia Credit Union
Limited undertook a survey of our membership by randomly
selecting 3,183 members. The survey was out-sourced to Credit
Union Central of Manitoba as to ensure complete confidentiality
and anonymity.

We are pleased to announce that we had another overwhelming
response to this survey, with 518 responses or response ratio of
17%. This survey 96% of respondents reported that member
satisfaction levels are good or very good and that member’s needs
are being met with the current products and services offered.
Compared to the last survey conducted in 2003, 95% of
respondents reported satisfaction levels of good to very good.

In addition to answering survey questions everybody that
completed the survey included written comments.
