CLOSING IN ON A QUARTER OF A BILLION DOLLARS
Financial Results for the 3rd Quarter Ended June 30th, 2007

For the 9 months ending June 30, 2007,
Carpathia Credit Union’s assets have increased
by nearly $14 million to a record $210 million.
This represents a growth rate of almost 9.5%

on an annual basis, nearly double the credit
union’s ten year average growth rate (5.4%).
Due to consumer financing activities, loans have
increased by $8.1 million (up 9.15% year-to-
year) which also exceeds the credit union’s ten
year average growth rate of 7.90%. Members’
deposits have increased by $13.4 million, a
9.45% annual growth rate. The strong rate of
deposit growth can be attributed to competitive
investment rates being offered to our members.

Carpathia Credit Union’s net income for the 9
months ending June 30, 2007 was $1.0 million.
Although this is slightly less than last year’s net
income for the same period, the credit union has
provided members with over

$1 million more in interest on their deposits.

Operating expenses for the first 9 months of
operation this year have increased by less than
$50,000 when compared to the first 9 months of
last year. Other income (non-interest revenue)
was $0.8 million, an increase of 3.8% over the
same 9 month period last year.

By the end of June 2007, membership growth
continued to average 100 new members per
month. This, too, is the result of competitive
investment rates being offered to our
membership.

A Note about Accounting Changes with Respect to Fair Value

Effective October 1, 2006, Carpathia Credit Union adopted three new accounting standards as
issued the year before by the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants: Handbook Section
1530 (Comprehensive Income); Handbook Section 3855 (Financial Instruments — Recognition and

Measurement); and, Handbook Section 3865 (Hedges).

Comprehensive income is comprised of Net Income and Other Comprehensive Income (OCl) and
represents changes in Equity during a period arising from third party transactions and other events. OCI
includes unrealized gains and losses on financial assets classified as available-for-sale and changes in
the fair value of the effective portion of cash flow hedging instruments. Our financial statements will
include a Statement of Accumulated Other Comprehensive Income (AOCI), presented as a new category

of equity in the balance sheet.

The tax consequences, if any, of the new standards are not yet known. Tax authorities are reviewing the

standards to determine any such implication.

More details will be provided with Carpathia Credit Union’s Annual Report due out in January 2008.
