In this version, the rays have been stylized,

taking the form of arrows which converge on

a central axis, while at the same time radiating
from it. This symbolizes Carpathia Credit Union’s
commitment to not only draw on the resources of
the community, but to give back, strengthening
the partnership with our members.

The four corner squares of the logo serve

as a strong foundation on which to grow.
Symbolically, they represent the four seasons,
reminding us of the agricultural base of the
Carpathians, who were so dependent on the sun
for their livelihood.

The use of green is ideal for a financial institution
as it represents growth. Growth that will instill the
confidence of our current and potential members.
This visual identity for Carpathia Credit Union
enables us to strengthen ties with our culture

and heritage, while continuing to look towards a
bright and prosperous future.
